Heidelberg
Visit the beautiful Heidelberg Castle! But there is much more, a charming 

old town, a student dungeon, an enchanting setting to lean back and feel 

your spirit, you can lose your heart in Heidelberg!

Hamburg
Visit Germany’s largest and Europe’s third largest harbour with its famous 

warehouse district, the futuristic Elbphilharmonia and its incomparable 

maritime atmosphere.

Strasbourg
